Project Narrative 
The CVRD is requesting to amend the Hornby Island Land Use Bylaw (Bylaw Amendment application - Land use) to create a site-specific zone that would match the marine area boundaries of our provincial tenure application.  The request from the CVRD would be for a Marine 4 (a) site specific zone allowing a community boat launch in the location of the existing boat launch that is currently not zoned for this use.  No other uses are requested and no upland adjacent uses are anticipated.   The permitted structure would be limited to a boat launch as per the plans provided in our application.  The boat launch is intended for community use (recreational, emergency) and will be replaced with a larger, safer structure through the provincial permitting process.  The CVRD is hoping an expedited application process will be possible.  

All archaeological review has been completed for this site.  See included Preliminary Field Reconnaissance report and CHIP permit from the K'omoks First Nation with no archaeological issues identified.
